
TAROT COURSE 

 

This is a certified Tarot Course run by Nicola Tonsager, who is fully insured to practice and teach 

tarot. Successful completion of the course will enable to the student to gain insurance to read 

professionally. 

There are two levels of certificate:  Successful Completion of Tarot to Reader Standard 

     Successful Completion of Tarot 

 

Achievement of Reader Standard will depend upon previous experience, confidence and ability. 

Those not achieving Reader Standard upon completion of the course, and usually only one to two 

people do, should gain experience through reading for friends and family and may then contact me 

for an observed reading when they feel ready. Upon a successful reading, a Reader Standard 

Certificate will be awarded. 

The course itself is based primarily on the symbolic language of the cards; the actual card meanings 

themselves providing the foundation of the reading with your own intuitive ability filling the picture 

in to give a more comprehensive reading. 

There are tasks to complete between sessions to enable your understanding of the symbolic 

structure of the cards to grow and develop throughout the course. 

The initial session will cover the history and evolvement of Tarot, the energetic correspondences of 

the minor arcana suits, an overview of the major arcana and a look at the numerological significance 

of the cards. 

The further sessions will then look at the cards individually as well as looking at different spreads. 

Students will be reading at each session, including the first session and members of the public will be 

invited to the last session for a reading. 

The course is generally taught over 20 hours – first session from 10am to 3pm (which is 4 ¼ hours 

tuition and ¾ hour for lunch) and then seven sessions of 2 ½ hours which incorporates a 15 minute 

coffee/comfort break. 

All materials for the course are provided and will compile into a comprehensive manual. Students 

will need their own cards and, if not having any Tarot cards as such yet I would suggest that they 

initially go for a traditional deck such as Rider-Waite, Hanson-Roberts, Morgan Greer,  Mythic, 

Connolly etc as they will be able to attach the symbolism more easily. There are a wealth of card sets 

now but newer, more contemporary packs tend to steer away from the traditional symbolism that 

originally evolved with Tarot and around which the course is based.
